Formatting for Proposal Submission 

 Please prepare a summary of paper proposal for presentation (up to 800 words in English or 2000 words in 

Chinese) with the format of WORD or PDF, and submit it to pel.ntnu@gmail.com by 15, July, 2019. The 

summary should deal explicitly with many of the following: 1. Objectives or purposes, 2. Perspective(s) or 

theoretical framework, 3. Methods, techniques, or modes of inquiry, 4. Data sources or evidence, 5. Results 

and/or conclusions. 

 The submitted summary should include all authors’ names, affiliations, and e-mail addresses. The 

corresponding author should be labeled. After the process of peer review, the decision of the proposal for 

presentation will be made by 15, August, 2019.
